HOW DOES IT WORK?
You will work in a team of six kids in grades four and five. Your 
team will read six books that have been chosen by a team of 
librarians. You have until February to read as many of the books 
as you can. Then the challenges begin. Get reading!

WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?
After the books are read comes the best part – the Challenges! 
Here’s how they work:
•	 Each team has a maximum of six kids. 
•	 A library staff member asks your team questions about 

the books.
•	 There are three rounds of questions. Each round has 12 

questions. Your team has 30 seconds to answer each 
question.

•	 The questions are short answer, multiple choice, true or 
false and fill in the blank.

•	 During the challenges your team works together to answer 
the questions.
